The multi-disciplinary
University which focuses on teaching, research and
service offers Bachelor, Master and Doctoral
programmes in humanities, social sciences, sciences,
commerce, management, engineering, architecture,
education, and law to about 30000 students. The
University offers its programmes at four campus
locations in Bangalore in Karnataka, at Lavasa in Pune
in Maharashtra, and Ghaziabad in Delhi NCR.
